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The client was seeking a painting and sculpture studio of around
fifty square metres as extension to the existing house and studio
situated just a few metres away from the land to be used for the
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new structure.
The narrowness of the plot and local regulations considerably
affected the form of the building which stretches out narrowly
along the length of the meadow. its unusual shape allowed for
the positioning of the door and windows to provide great views
on the valley and on the mountains opposite.

house. the terrace also includes a storage area with a cast-in-place
Savioz Fabrizzi Architectes concrete washstand and working surface, so that all kinds of work
such as mixing colours or other materials can be done outside.,
Other rooms, such as the wood store in the basement and the
small garden storage area, were added as the project developed.
The access points to the building were positioned along the
steeply-sloping ground so that it was altered as little as possible.
the same applied to the roof, which likewise follows the incline of
the plot.
The building's shape and its position creates the impression of
having placed a sculptural object in the meadow. As it can be
seen in the schema the project has been re-developed more than
once until its building permission was given and construction
works could finally begin, always integrating both materials con-
crete and fir wood in the facade.
The materials that were used highlight the rocky backdrop, while
complying with the regulatory requirement for 30% of the fa-
cade to be of wood. for this reason, the concrete used was not
only lined with lengths of wood, but also had box-outs enabling
lengths of weathered-finish wood to be fitted flush to the outside
wall subsequently. the fluid transition between these two materi-
als defines the unity of the structure. the windows have also been

mounted flush so that the building's geometry would be more
clearly defined.

Inside, particular attention has been paid to the use of a neutral
finish on the walls, which is why they have been insulated on the
inside, covered with plaster and fettled white, additional natural
light streams through the building thanks to the northern roof
light, which also provides a view of the impressive nearby moun-
tain top. the storage shelves, benches and sinks were cast in site,
uniting the external wall of the studio with its interior to form a
harmonious whole.
